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Set up in 1999, Limerick Printmakers Studio and Gallery provide facilities for artists to make prints using the methods of etching, lithography, silkscreen, relief and monoprint. Artists join on a membership basis and can avail of various different levels from daily to yearly. The option of 24-hour access to the facilities is also available within the yearly membership. 

Limerick Printmakers also provides opportunities for the general public in the form of classes for adults and children, workshops and demonstrations in schools and other venues. Courses range from etching, drypoint, lithography, collograph and woodblock printing, to drawing, painting, portfolio preparation, art and crafts. They are for all age groups, adults and children, can be adapted for various levels of skill or experience and are available weekly or over an intensive period.  
A regular contemporary exhibition programme provides a much-needed venue for artists to exhibit their work as well as introducing different artwork and methods to the general public. 

Limerick Printmakers is located at 5a Sarsfield Street, just of the main street of Limerick City in a busy shopping area. This is the temporary home for the studio and gallery while the long term home at No. 3 John’s Square is under renovation.
The gallery is open 11am - 5.30pm Tuesday to Friday and 10am - 4 pm Saturday.

Limerick Printmakers provides facilities for etching, lithography, collograph, and wood block and now includes equipment for photo processes. Silkscreen is in the process of moving to a new floor above the existing studio.

Membership

Membership to Limerick Printmakers Studio requires competent professional studio practice and relevant experience in printmaking. Potential members are asked to submit a selection of work (in portfolio format or on cd) with a full C.V, and a completed application form. An informal meeting is required with the staff of the studio. References will also be checked. Applicants are informed of the decision as soon as possible. 

There are several levels of membership, annual, 6 months, 3 months and associate. Members who hold 6 month, 3 month and associate level can avail of the studio facilities within the opening hours (11am-7.30pm, Mon – Thurs, 11am-8.30pm Fri and 10-4pm Sat). 

Annual members are eligible after three months of working in the studio to become key-holders and therefore have 24hour access to the studio.

At present there are over 55 members. Membership involvement has become very important to the studio. Board and members meetings are held on a regular basis. At the members meetings the general running of the studio is discussed and information given about upgrades and improvements.
